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The Trustees of this simple and
commodious Edifice, having announced
by Advertisement in the public Papers,
that the opening of the church on
Sunday, the 16", a large and highly
respectable congregation was
assembled soon after 11 o’clock. His
Excellency the Governor, accompanied
by Lady D’Urban, Miss D’Urban and the
Officers of His Excellency’'s Staff,
arrived about half-past 11, and was
received at the door by the Trustees,
whose judicious arrangements
prevented the occurrence of the least
confusion.

The Services, conducted by
the Senior Colonial Chaplain,
assisted by the Rev. Mr. Judge, were
most devout and appropriate, and
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similar, we understand, to those
observed at the opening of the new
Churches at Islington, a, few years
ago, when the present pious and
excellent Bishop of Calcutta was
vicar of that parish.

A stanza of Bishop Ken's Morning
Hymn was first sung, in a very
pleasing manner, by several
amateurs from Cape Town. The
Clergy and Trustees then walked in
procession down the Church and
back, alternately repeating the 24th
Psalm. Proper Psalms and Lessons,
and an Epistle and Gospel suitable for
the occasion, were introduced in the
course of the usual Morning Service
instead of those appointed for the day
in the Book of Common Prayer.

The Sermon was preached by the
Senior Colonial Chaplain, who
selected for his text.
